* Beginners’ course: For beginners or those who have learning experience of less than 50 hours.

The maximum number of students in this class is 15.
In this class you will: 1. Study basic conversational Japanese and easy Japanese listening.
2. Learn to read and write Hiragana and Katakana.
* Primary 1 course: For those who have Japanese learning experience of more than 50 hours.

The maximum number of students in this class is 15.
In this class you will: 1. Study intermediate conversational Japanese.
2. Study easy Kanji with the aim of reading and writing sentences.
e Primary 2 course: For those who have conversational Japanese skills at normal speed.

The maximum number of students in this class is 10.
In this class you will: 1. Study advanced conversational Japanese.
2. Study Kanji with the aim of reading and writing sentences.
* Reading and Writing course: For those who already have conversational Japanese skills but

want to strengthen their reading and writing skills.
The maximum number of students in this class is 10.

In this class you will: 1. Practice reading common books, newspapers, documents, etc.
2. Study correct grammar using Kanji.
